If you are feeling more active, join a bike
tour along the River Inn. After a bit of free time, return to the ship
for lunch and a leisurely afternoon sailing along the river. (B, L, D)

September 25 - Durnstein, Austria

Sail through the UNESCO World Heritage Wachau Valley enroute

to the enchanting village of Durnstein - “The Pearl of the Wachau
Valley” - dominated by the magnificent Baroque Stiftskirche.

Stroll through this tiny village on your own or hike to the ruins of
Durnstein Castle where Richard the Lionheart was imprisoned. This
afternoon, enjoy a guided tour of Gottweig Abbey, one of Austria’s
most important Benedictine abbeys. Sitting atop a hill near Krems,
this architectural treasure overlooks the spectacular Wachau Valley.
