February 13 - Pre-Departure if Necessary
If necessary, due to early flight times, pre-departure 
accommodations in Omaha are included. Pick-up times and 
complete details will be noted in your final travel documents.

February 14 – Depart Omaha / Arrive in Honolulu, HI
