July 29 - Welcome / Chicago Metro

Welcome to your Moostash Joe Tour! Meet us at one of our many convenient
pick-up points this morning and head east!

The Cabot Trail winds around Cape
Breton Highlands National Park through charming small villages and some
of the most spectacular coastal scenery anywhere. A picnic lunch along
the way will also be provided for a relaxing look at this incredible landscape.
Also today, weather permitting, we'll take part in a whale watching cruise!
Pleasant Bay is one of the most spectacular whale watching places in the
world.
