June 18 – Welcome / Denver
Welcome to your Moostash Joe Tour! Meet us at one of our many 
convenient pick-up points and depart for Denver! Enjoy lunch 
amidst dozens of big-game trophies in the unique atmosphere 
of Ole’s Big Game Steakhouse in Paxton, NE on your own. Early 
this evening, arrive and check-in to the Drury Inn & Suites Denver 
Central Park. Then, relax and get to know one another better 
during Drury’s great “Kickback” – where complimentary food 
and drinks are available. Tomorrow we board the Rocky 
Mountaineer! (D)

June 19 – Rocky Mountaineer / Glenwood Springs, CO
This morning we head to Denver’s rail station to board the 
luxurious Rocky Mountaineer. Once on board, enjoy a hot breakfast 
as we make our way out of the city. Sit back and relax as you enjoy 
today’s journey featuring spectacular views of rugged canyons, 
the Colorado River and a crossing of the Continental Divide. A 
three-course, regionally-inspired lunch is included while hosts 
captivate you with stories of the region.

June 20 – Rocky Mountaineer / Moab, UT
We begin our day leaving beautiful Glenwood Springs aboard the 
Rocky Mountaineer and enjoy a two-course hot breakfast while 
watching the morning light bounce off the rugged canyons. We’ll 
cross the Colorado-Utah border with stunning views in the 
background. Red sandstone landscapes emerge as you approach 
Moab, the gateway to Arches and Canyonlands National Parks. 
Upon arrival into Moab, we’ll meet back up with our motorcoach 
and head into Canyonlands National Park, known for its dramatic 
desert landscape carved by the Colorado River. Then, a special 
evening is planned on our Canyonlands by Night Jet Boat Trip! 
A cowboy-style Dutch oven dinner precedes our evening boat 
ride on the Colorado River. The Canyonlands area is unlike any 
other in the world, making this boat ride one of the most 
outstanding events you’ll experience. (B, D)

June 21 – Arches National Park
Today is all about Arches National Park! Eroded by wind, water 
and time, this wonderland of red-rock features windows, spires, 
pinnacles and the world’s largest collection of natural stone 
arches, making sure to stop at its iconic images. After our time 
in the park we head to nearby Dead Horse Point State Park for its 
amazing desert canyon vista and a picnic lunch! The remainder 
of your day is free for you to enjoy Moab, UT on your own.
