YOU ARE ALLOWED ONE LARGE SUITCASE AND ONE SMALL CARRY-ON BAG PER PERSON.  WE HIGHLY RECOMMEND 
THAT YOU KEEP YOUR CARRY-ON BAG THE SIZE OF A SMALL TOTE BAG.  THERE IS VERY LITTLE OVERHEAD ROOM ON

SOME MODERATE PHYSICAL ACTIVITY. PLEASE BE PREPARED FOR WALKING WHILE YOU ARE IN METROPOLITAN D.C. 
 
SPRINGTIME TEMPERATURES IN D.C. AND EN ROUTE COULD VARY WIDELY THROUGHOUT THE TOUR. WE RECOMMEND 
PACKING LAYERS SO YOU CAN DRESS UP OR DOWN. SUGGESTED DRESS IS CASUAL THROUGHOUT THE TOUR.   
 
ON-BOARD WIFI HAS BEEN INCLUDED ON THIS TOUR FOR YOUR CONVENIENCE. HOWEVER, AS WITH CELL RECEPTION,
