May 25 - Honfleur, France

it one of the most important regions in World War Il history. Remembered
today for its strategic importance, Normandy was a turning point in

the war and the beginnings of liberation for occupied Europe. Today,
you'll join a remarkable full-day experience and war-themed tour,
focused on this highly significant time in World War Il. Visit the key sites
of the historical D-Day landings by the Allied forces and subsequent
battles - one of Normandy's major highlights. Experience first-hand

May 26 - Honfleur, France
