Day 1 – Travel Day / St. Louis Metro
Welcome to your Moostash Joe Tour! Meet us at one of our many 
convenient pick-up points and enjoy one of our signature, delicious 
rolls as you make your way towards the St. Louis metro.

Day 2 – Paducah, KY / Beachaven Winery
